alone requirements or within their broader open science/research policies. In some
jurisdictions national or regional strategies are being considered and introduced.
The recent OSTP ‘Nelson’ memo in the USA has focused activity and discussion
globally, including in Japan, on the implementation of national initiatives and the
period within which published research papers must be made open. This forum
jointly proposed by JST and CHORUS plans to bring together speakers from
funders and government agencies from the USA, Australia, and Japan to share
ideas and developments at the funder and the national levels on open access

strategies, using simultaneous translation.
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
